RIDE SAFELY & LEGALLY 
Everyone, regardless of age, who operates a motorcycle, must take and pass the 

Motorcycle Safety Foundation’s Basic RiderCourse to earn the required motorcycle 

endorsement on their Florida driver’s license. A combination of classroom instruction  and 

skills development using late-model motorcycles helps students learn about developing 

strategies to interact safely with other vehicles on the road. 

HCC has one of the lowest course fees in the area at $195. The BasicRider course is held 

on a week night for four hours, followed by a full day on Saturday and Sunday. Classes are 

forming, so avoid the long waiting lists currently being experienced at other area motorcycle 

training centers and sign up today!

The exhibit showcases the work 
of several prominent Central Florida artists reacting to the present and future state of economic, environmental and 
complex social ecology found not only in Florida but in the world as a whole.  An Opening Reception was held Thursday, 
July 30, 5-8:00pm and is free and open to the public. The gallery is located in the Performing Arts Building, Palm Ave and 
15th Street.  

 
Curator Lopez states, “Although an obvious social commentary, this show is ingestion, digestion and synthesis of 

today’s numbing ways.” He posed the question to the participants, “Are we facing collapse or on the verge of a 
renaissance?”  

 
Artists Maria Emilia, Edgar Sanchez-Cumbas, Sean Erwin, Ivan Reyes-Garcia, Cosme Herrera, Lazlo Horvath, Conor 

King, Michael Parker and Carlos Manual Soto have reacted individually to these circumstances in their artwork that is 
opinionated, but more importantly, challenges the spectator to take a stand and defend their position. “Taking Florida as 
the starting point, these occurrences are certainly global in reach,” says Lopez.  “Why are we in this predicament?.... 
Because of a lack of vision, lack of planning (or bad planning) or merely inaction?”
